In a bold move to attract qualified new teachers and pastors, the Lake Union
Conference is pledging one million dollars for incoming Andrews University
students to pursue careers in teaching and pastoral ministry. Beginning in the
fall 2024 semester, scholarships will cover four years of study in either of these
two fields.

Driving this initiative is the decreasing number of students pursuing careers of
critical importance to the church. “"We are seeing a real need to recruit more
teachers and pastors,” said Ken Denslow, president of the Lake Union
Conference. “As educators move or retire, we notice it is increasingly difficult to
fill these roles. There are young people who would be open to the call of being
educators and pastors, but cost gets in the way.”
